When you describe what you have achieved in previous jobs, use active
verbs for a strong positive effect on the reader.

(results/training); and provided (support/training).

3. Fill in the gaps.

5. Don't lie.

6. Check for mistakes.

Mistakes on a CV create a bad impression. Use spell check, reread your CV
and ask someone else to check it for you before you send it.

Jewellery as an art form originated as an expression of human culture. Body
ornamentation, one purpose of jewellery, has been known since at least the Stone
Age. The history of jewellery in Ukraine reflects the influence of many cultures
and peoples who have occupied the territory in the past and present.

The first known jewellery from the territory that is now Ukraine dates back
to the Mousterian period (Old Stone Age). It is represented by two bracelets made
of Mammoth ivory, decorated with the earliest knownmeander ornamentation, and
a shell necklace found at the Mizyn archeological site.

Archeological data prove the presence of many precursory cultures
(Neolithic Corded Ware culture, Globular Amphora culture, Yamna culture, pre-
Slavic Cherniakhiv culture, Zarubyntsi culture, Przeworsk culture and others) that
have existed on Ukrainian terrain. These cultures were advanced in metal craft
techniques. Some of them co-existed with the Trypillian farmers and nomadic
tribes. Artisans of the Bronze Age made armlets, hairpins, pendants, and fibulae.

Jewellery artifacts from the Bronze Age found in Ukraine

A choker is a close-fitting necklace worn around the neck, typically 14 inch
to 16 inch in length. Chokers can be made of a variety of materials, including
velvet, plastic, beads, latex, leather, metal, such as silver, gold, or platinum, etc.

A torc, also spelled torg or torque, is a large rigid or stiff neck ring in
metal, made either as a single piece or from strands twisted together.

A further stage of development of jewellery art in Ukraine happened under
the period of Polish-Lithuanian State rule (The Renaissance period) and is
characterized by the expansion of a new style of the Renaissance period. The most
powerful centers of jewellery making at the time were Lviv, Kyiv, and Kamianets-
Podilskyi. Lviv was the leading center for a substantial period of time. The main
feature of Renaissance jewellery in Ukraine was technical sophistication using
ancient decorative elements. Some of the most famous Ukrainian jewelers worked
with Poles, Germans, Jews, Hungarians, Armenians, Italians and Scotsmen.

The masterpieces of Baroque from the studios of I. Ravych, M. Yurjevych,
P. Volokh, 1. Zavadovskyi include a tsar gate made of solid pieces
of silver, altar framework in Kyiv Pechersk Lavra and Saint Sophia Cathedral in
Kyiv. This era also brought considerable interest in precious stones. Masters of
diamond and gem faceting began appearing.

Kyiv college in Ukraine offers the course of design of specifically
Ukrainian jewellery, where students can study the technology and design of
jewellery. The course lasts 5 years. After the graduation students can get the
Diploma of Professional Junior Bachelor. Also Students get the ability to use
information and communication technologies, the ability to study and obtain
modern knowledge, the ability to search and analyze the information from different
sources. Furthermore, they are able to explore and use historical experience of
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world art practices, to draw still life, landscape and head, half figure, figure
man.

Jewellery is a universal form of adornment. Jewellery is made from shells,
stone and bones survives from prehistoric times. It is likely that from an early date
it was worn as a protection from the dangers of life or as a mark of status or rank.

In the ancient world the discovery of how to work with metals was an
important stage in the development of the art of jewellery. Over time,
metalworking techniques became more sophisticated and decoration more intricate.

Gold, a rare and highly valued material, was buried with the dead so as to
accompany its owner into the afterlife. Much archaeological jewellery comes from
tombs and hoards. Sometimes, as with the gold collars from Celtic Ireland which
have been found folded in half, it appears people may have followed a ritual for the
disposal of jewellery.

Since the 1960s the boundaries of jewellery have been continually redefined.
Conventions have been challenged by successive generations of independent
jewellers, often educated at art college and immersed in radical ideas.

New technologies and non-precious materials, including plastics, paper and
textiles, have overturned the notions of status traditionally implicit in jewellery.

Avant-garde artist-jewellers have explored the interaction of jewellery with
the body, pushing the boundaries of scale and wearability to the limits. Jewellery
has developed into wearable art. The debate on its relationship to Fine Art
continues.
